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STAGE 8 - Inchannan to Kilpatrick

*  0.0-turnright up Park Road

* 0.2 -Atthe end of the road, follow the footpath round to the left and over a footbridge

* 0.3 -Atthe end of the path, turn left on St Anne’s Wynd and as the road bends to the right go
straight on along the footpath

* 0.4 - Attheend, turn right on Park Drive (no pavements at times but verges if needed)

* 0.9 —Just before the footbridge, turn right on Park Hill

* 1.0 -—Take the footpath straight ahead on the right side of the field level with the Baptist Church
and at the end, turn right along the path

* 1.1 -Turn left along the footbridge and at the end, follow the path round to the right

* 1.3 -Asthe paths fork by the outside sports pitches, fork right under the road and carry one
along Rashielee Road

* 1.4 - After passing The Hub on the left, follow the footpath round to the left

* 1.6 —As the paths fork after the block of houses, keep left and follow this path through the
houses

* 1.9-Cross the footbridge over the road and at the end, turn left and head along the footpath
to the right of the car park

* 2.0 -—Pass under Bargarran Road and head up the path through the houses

*  2.1- After the houses finish on the right, turn right along the path on the edge of the fields

* 1.5 - Pass Bowling Station

* 1.9 -0n reaching the roundabout with Great Western Road, fork right down the footpath on
the left

* 3.0 - Pass under Glasgow Road and turn left joining Glasgow Road, turning right towards
Dumbarton (not an official path but obviously well used)

* 3.9 -Turn left at the lights on Castlegreen Street and follow the road round to the right

* 4.3 -Turn left on Castle Road

*  4.6—Arrive at Dumbarton FC on right

STAGE 10 — Dumbarton to Kilpatrick

* 0.0 - Head back up Castle Road

* 0.3 -Turnright on Castlegreen Street

* 0.7 —Turnright that the lights on Glasgow Road

* 1.6 —Turn left onto the cycle path and then right onto the cycle path towards the Glasgow
(route to cycle path not an official path but obviously well used)

* 2.7 —leave the footpath, and turn right on Dumbarton Road

* 3.1 - Pass Bowling Station

* 4.6 — Handover at chippy in Kilpatrick

STAGE 11 — Kilpatrick to Clydebank

* 0.0-Carry on along Dumbarton Road

* 0.2 -Pass under the Erskine Bridge flyover

* 1.0 - Straight on (1st exit) at the roundabout staying on Dumbarton Road
e 1.8 —Straight through the lights by the MOT testing centre

e 2.9-Straight on at the lights by the Chandlers Bar & Lounge

* 3.6 —Arrive at Holm Park, Clydebank on right
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
